School Premise Routine H&S Checks Template
The frequency of inspection may differ between schools depending on local hazards, population, previous events & available resources. Site safety should be identified in your Premise Risk Assessment with records maintained to evidence appropriate compliance.
Items for consideration
Perimeter Fence/Boundary – gaps allowing access to or from, potential hazards including nails/screws showing, damage with sharp or pointed parts, loose stones/bricks, access gates in good working order. School pond and other hazardous areas to be included.
Grass and hard play areas – rubbish/sharps, animal excrement, trip hazards including mole hills, holes caused by animal activity. Tree damage (especially following stormy weather).
Tables & benches – Rotting or damaged timbers, nails/screws showing.
Paths, Steps & Manhole covers – Covers firmly fitted in position without damage to mortar holding in place (easily damaged by ride on lawn mowers or snow & ice / heavy frosts during the winter months). Paths & steps becoming loose or cracked, including tree roots lifting paths.
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
